intro

The MiG-21 was one of a long list of Mikoyan-Gurevich products to be integrated into the armed forces of the Soviet Union, the Warsaw
Pact, and allied client states. Its predecessors included such notable types as the MiG-15, MiG-17 and the supersonic MiG-19. The roots
of this project reach back to the first half of the fifties. In 1954, the Ye-1 project came to an end, and was quickly picked up by the Ye-2. Both
had a swept wing. The first machine to feature the delta wing was the Ye-4, which first took to the air on June 16th, 1955. It was also
demonstrated a year later at the Moscow airfield Tushino. The first of the new line to enter production was the MiG-21F, which together with
the MiG-21P and F-13 represented the first generation of the MiG-21, and was in production through the end of the fifties and the beginning
of the sixties. Subsequent versions included the PF, FL, PFM, R, S, N and PD, the production of which peaked at the end of the sixties. The
third generation started production in 1968, which included such versions as M, SM, MF, SMT, bis among others. Simultaneously, two-seat
training versions were also produced designated MiG-21U, UM and US. Production of the MiG-21 ended in 1985, and was put into service
with some fifty nations. Over the course of the cold war, the opponents of the MiG-21 included the likes of the Northrop F-5 Freedom Fighter
and the Dassault Mirage Ill. NATO assigned it the reporting name ‘Fishbed’. It became the most produced supersonic fighter in terms
of quantity. The new machines came off Soviet production lines in Moscow, Gorky and Thilisi. The MiG-21F-13 was also built under license
in Czechoslovakia and the MiG-21FL, M and bis in India by Hindustan Aeronautics Ltd. The Soviet Union produced 10, 645 examples
of all versions, 194 were built in Czechoslovakia and 657 in India. Outside of the Soviet Union, the type flew with a long list of nations
on all continents with the exception of Australia. The MiG-21 participated in combat in Vietnam, the Indo-Pakistan wars, the Cuban
participation in Angola and in the Arab world’s attempt to eliminate Israel. Thanks to the high volume of use, the highest number of aces
produced on the type was in Vietnam. The top of the ladder is occupied by Nguyen Van Coc with nine kills. The type serving as a fighter-
bomber served with the Soviet Union and other nations of the Warsaw Pact into the eighties, when it began to be displaced by the MiG-29
Fulcrum.

This kit is specific to the building of a model of the MiG-21PF. In factory documentation, the export version is identified as ‘Izdelye 76A'
and the version built for Soviet armed forces as ‘Izdelye 76'. It was powered by a Tumanskiy R-11F2-300. Hardpoints could still be loaded
with RS-3US, R-3S missiles and UB-16-57 rocket pods, S-24 unguided rockets and bombs up to 500kg in size. NATO assigned MiG-21PF
the codename ‘Fishbed D’.

uvodem

MiG-21 byl dalsi konstrukci kancelare Mikojan-Gurjevi€, ktera se zaradila do vyzbroje Sovétského svazu, zemi VarSavské smlouvy
a dalSich ozbrojenych sil. Jeho predchudci byly tak vyznamné typy jako MiG-15, MiG-17 ¢i nadzvukovy MiG-19. Kofeny vyvoje letounu
sahaji do prvni poloviny 50. let minulého stoleti. V roce 1954 byl dokoncen projekt Je-1, velmi rychle nahrazeny druhym prototypem Je-2.
Oba mély Sipové kFidlo. Prvnim strojem s delta kfidlem byl prototyp Je-4, ktery se do vzduchu dostal poprvé 16. Cervna 1955. Predstavil
se také na letecké prehlidce, ktera se konala o rok pozdé&ji na moskevském letisti TuSino. Jako prvni se do sériové vyroby dostala verze
MiG-21F, ktera spole¢né s MiG-21P a MiG-21F-13 reprezentovala prvni generaci tohoto typu, vyrabénou na prelomu 50. a 60. let minulého
stoleti. Nasledovaly dalsi, pokrocilejsi verze — PF, FL, PFM, R, S, N a PD, jejichZ produkce vyvrcholila ve druhé poloviné 60. let. Od roku
1968 probihala vyroba tfeti generace, ktera zahrnovala napfiklad verze M, SM, MF, SMT, bis a dal$i. Soubézné se stavély také dvoumistné
cviéné jednadvacitky MiG-21U, UM a US. Vyroba MiG(-21 skongila v roce 1985 a do vyzbroje je zafadilo okolo 50 zemi svéta. MiG-21 mél
bé&hem studené valky své protéjSky v typech Northrop F-5 Freedom Fighter i Dassault Mirage lll. Vojska NATO dalo typu kodové oznaceni
Fishbed. Stal se v nejvétSich poctech vyrabénym nadzvukovym letounem. Nové stroje v Sovétském svazu sjizdély z tovarnich linek
v Moskvé, Gorkém a Thilisi. V licenci se stavéla verze MiG-21F-13 vvCeskosIovensku a MiG-21FL, M a bis v Indii u Hindustan Aeronautics
Ltd. V Sovétském svazu vzniklo 10 645 exemplaft vSech verzi, v Ceskoslovensku 194 kusu a v Indii 657 stroju. Kromé ozbrojenych sil
Sovétského svazu létal v fadé zemi, s vyjimkou Australie na v§ech kontinentech. Zuc¢astnil se fady valec¢nych konfliktt, véetné valky
ve Vietnamu, indicko-pakistanskych potycek, kubanského tazeni v Angole ¢i arabské snahy o zniceni Izraele. Diky nejvétSimu zapojeni
do bojovych akci se nejvétsi pocet stihacich es zrodil ve Vietnamu. Na Cele Zebfi¢ku stoji Nguyen Van Coc s deviti sestfely. V roli
prfepadového stihaciho letounu slouzily MiGy-21 v Sovétském svazu a dalSich zemich VarSavské smlouvy az do 80. let, kdy jej jako
plnohodnotna nahrada zacaly z prvoliniové sluzby vytlacovat nové MiGy-29 Fulcrum.

Z této stavebnice je mozné postavit MiG-21PF. V tovarni dokumentaci figuruje pod oznacenim Izdélije 76A pro exportni stroje a Izdélje
76 pro letouny urcené pro sovétské ozbrojené sily. Pohanél jej motor Tumanskij R-11F2-300. Podvésnou vyzbroj tvofily rakety RS-3US,
R-3S, popf. raketové bloky UB-16-57, protizemni nefizené rakety S-24 a pumy do 500 kg. V kodu NATO nesly stroje oznaceni Fishbed D.

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A 921st Fighter Regiment, Vietham, Late 60s / Early 70s

This aircraft was delivered to Vietnam in 1966 and served as a part of 921st Fighter Regiment. Thirteen red stars painted on the nose depict victories gained by the pilots who flew
this aircraft. One of them was Nguyen Van Coc, the most successful Vietnamese fighter ace with nine confirmed kills to his credit. He downed F-4B BuNo. 151485 on May 7, 1968
while at the controls of this particular MiG. ‘Red 4326' is currently displayed in Air Force museum in Hanoi.

Tento stroj byl do Vietnamu dodan v roce 1966. Létal v ramci 921. stihaciho leteckého pluku. Tfinact €ervenych hvézdi¢ek na pfidi symbolizuje sestfely dosazené s ,Cervenou

4326". Jednim z pilott, ktefi se zaslouZili o namalovani téchto symboll vitézstvi, byl i Nguyen Van Coc, nejuspésnéjsi vietnamskeé stihaci eso s deviti potvrzenymi sestiely. V kokpitu
tohoto letounu mél 7. kvétna 1968 sestrelit F-4B Phantom BuNo. 151485. V sou¢asné dobg je stroj soucasti expozice hanojského leteckého muzea.

Late 80s

East German air force received this MiG on May 1, 1965. The aircraft was flown by JG8, JG9 and finally by JG2. The aircraft was put out of service in 1988 and scrapped shortly
afterwards despite a plan to sell it to Iran. This MiG became well know thanks to a propaganda movie. The fuselage number was changed to 'Red 1851' for filming. The Q-badge
painted on the left side of the nose indicated that the ground personnel responsible for this aircraft were recognized for the high quality of their work.

Letoun byl prevzat vychodonémeckou stranu 1. kvétna 1965. Postupné slouzil u JG8, JG9 a nakonec u JG2. Z vyzbroje byl vyfazen v roce 1988 a pozdéji seSrotovan.
Z planovaného prodeje do Iranu tak seslo. Letoun je znamy diky letovym propagacnim zabérim. Béhem pofizovani téchto snimk( mél pozménéné trupové Eislo a vystupoval jako
LCerveny 1851“. Na levé strané pfidé je namalovan znak udélovany za kvalitni praci pozemniho personalu pfi idrzbé letounu.
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C Soviet Air Force, Ceske Budejovice Air Base, Czechoslovakia, late August, 1968

On August 21, 1968, Warsaw Pact armed forces led by the Soviet Union began to occupy Czechoslovakia. This act, coded Operation 'Danube’, led to the Soviet occupation
of Czechoslovakia lasting over twenty years. The MiG-21PF 'Red 40' participated in the invasion of Czechoslovakia in August, 1968. Two red bands on the tail marked aircraft that

were used during Operation Danube.
Dne 21. srpna 1968 zagala pod krycim nazvem operace Dunaj invaze vojsk Var$avské smiouvy do Ceskoslovenska. Cela akce probihala pod taktovkou Sovétského svazu
a vysledkem byla vice nez dvacetiletd okupace sovétskymi vojsky. Souc&asti invaznich sil byl také tento MiG-21PF. Kratce po 21. srpnu se nachazel na letisti v Ceskych
Budéjovicich. Dvéma €ervenymi pruhy okolo zadé byly oznaceny letouny ucastnici se invaze.
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D 702nd UAP, Chernigov Air Base, Soviet Union, 1980s

One of the school aviation regiments that flew from air bases located in the Ukraine was 702th UAP. This aircraft was photographed at Chernigov Air Base in the eighties, although
the regiment was based in Umani. 702nd UAP was a part of Chernigov Higher Military Aviation School of Pilots along with three more school regiments. This color profile is based

on a black and white photo.

. Jednim ze skolnich leteckych plukd, které v dobach Sovétského svazu pusobily na zemi dnesni Ukrajiny, je také 702. UAP. Tento stroj byl v 80. Iétech vyfotografovan na letisti
Cernigov, ackoliv pluk sidlil v Umani. 702. UAP byl spole¢né s dalSimi tfemi Skolnimi pluky souéasti Cernigovského vyssiho leteckého pilotniho ugilisté. Rekonstrukce kamuflazniho

schématu byla provedena na zakladé ¢ernobilého snimku.
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E 1st Fighter Regiment, Polish Air Force, Minsk Mazowiecki Air Base, 1980s

This MiG-21PF is one of the aircraft displayed in the Polish Army Museum in Warsaw. It was accepted by the Polish Air Force during early January, 1965, and served with various
fighter regiments. The last military unit that flew 'Red 0615' was the 1st Fighter Regiment (1. plm). The aircraft is listed here from 1971 to 1974 and from March 1980 till the end
of August 1988. The unit badge depicting a mermaid is painted on both sides of the nose.

Jednim z exponatu Muzea vojska polskiego je tento MiG-21PF. Stroj byl do Polska dodan na pocatku ledna 1965 a postupné slouzil u nékolika stihacich pluku. Poslednim
pusobistém se stal 1. plm, kde pusobil od v letech 1971 az 1974 a pak také od biezna 1980 do konce srpna 1988. Znak tohoto Utvaru, zobrazujici mofskou pannu, je namalovan
na pfidi stroje.
